Students in different year groups will have different times to
report on the first day to make sure we can meet and
greet you and show you where to go. We will meet you at
the new Student Entrance – which is where the current
Seckloe building is. Parents can drop off or park in the
Woughton Leisure Centre car park. There is also a secure
bicycle park for those arriving by bike.

We have a really exciting and informative programme
planned for the first few days – which will include guided
tours, an assembly, teaching you our rules, routines and
expectations and some lessons.

Here’s what will happen:

WELCOME TO YOUR VILLAGE
Each year group will have its own ‘mini school’ in the form
of a ‘Learning Village’ which is the location for your
classroom and where most of your lessons will take place. 

ASSEMBLY
On the first day there will be an assembly when students
will find out what class they’ll be in, hear about the
expectations from the Principal and meet all their key
teachers and the Head of their Learning Village.

TOURS OF THE BUILDING
All students will enjoy a guided tour of the campus and
everyone will receive a map showing exactly where
everything is.

TIMETABLE
The timetable will also be handed out along with a planner,
which is a great source of information for parents about
homework schedules and reminds children of their set
work. Lessons start at 8.30am every day and school
finishes at 3.45pm.

BREAKFAST/LUNCH
The restaurant and café will be open every day from
7.15am. Students can have breakfast and are allowed to go
into their Learning Village to work quietly and settle down
before school starts. Students will have half an hour for
lunch every day. The time will vary depending on lessons,
but it will be between 12noon and 1.30pm. The restaurant
will serve a variety of tasty snacks and lunches with the
cost for a meal deal in the region of £2. You’re also
welcome to bring your own packed lunch. Students are
not allowed off the premises at lunchtime. We want the
school to be a safe environment so once children arrive in
the morning and lessons begin the site will be secured.

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AFTER SCHOOL ACTIVITIES
We have superb facilities and there will be a variety of clubs
and sports programmes on offer. Any child staying behind
to do homework or take part in activities will get a FREE
snack and drink at 4.30pm in the restaurant.

LOCKERS
Each student will be allocated a locker. This is great for
storing all your personal belongings such as books and PE
kit. Students won’t be doing PE on the first day but they
may like to bring in their new kit to store in their locker. 

BIOMETRICS
As a brand new Academy we have been able to introduce
a high tech way for students to access their lockers and buy
lunch. The biometrics system allows students to use their
fingerprints as a means of identification. But don’t worry
fingerprints are NOT stored - they are simply translated
into a code, which tallies up with your child’s ID. It allows
them to open their locker, borrow library books and buy
food in the restaurant. It means children don’t have to
worry about carrying around money or risk the chance of
losing a key/card. Students are able to upload money onto
their personal account via specially supervised money
loaders, and later on parents will also be able to top them
up on-line or by cheque.

BOOKS/STATIONERY
All children will need to bring basic stationery such as pens,
pencils, a ruler, a rubber, pencil sharpener and some
colouring pencils, plus it’s a good idea for everyone to have
a mini dictionary.

As you are probably aware every student
already studying at Sir Frank Markham
Community School will be allocated a new
uniform completely FREE of charge.

You will be able to collect it at special Parents Information
Evenings being held in the next few weeks. 

30th June – 3.30-6.30pm. This is the uniform collection
date for students with surnames beginning A through to K.
A presentation will be made by the Principal at 4.30pm and
again at 5.30pm.

1st July – 3.30-6.30pm.The date for uniform collection for
students with surnames beginning L to Z.  Presentation by
the Principal at 4.30pm and 5.30pm.

Here’s a reminder of what you’ll be wearing:
Black blazer, Black sleeveless jumper, Tie, PE top, PE track
bottoms, PE shorts, PE socks, Rucksack. A hijab is also
available for girls at £6.50. In addition, children will need to
buy black trousers, a white shirt, plain black socks, plus black
shoes and trainers for PE.
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
