YOUR FlRST DAY...

You need to come into the Academy
by the Student Entrance and not
the main visitors entrance in
Fulwoods Drive.

The Student Entrance is reached
from the Woughton Leisure Centre
car park from Rainbow Drive.

If you are cycling to the Academy there
are plenty of spaces for you to leave your
bike. It's a good idea to bring a lock and
chain with you.

When you get inside school you will be met
and taken to the Year 7 Learning Village, which is

called Explore. This is where you will spend most vy will meet Mrs Caines, who is Head of
of your time with students of your own age.

You will have a guided tour of the building, and
be given a planner and a map of the school so
you don't need to worry about getting lost.

What should | bring on the first day?

It's also a good idea to have a mini-dictionary
with you.

You may need to bring some cash for lunch
if you will be buying food and drinks, or a
packed lunch.

What should | wear?

You will need to arrive in proper uniform
every day. Boys and girls both wear the special
Academy black blazer, black sleeveless jumper
and tie. You will also need black trousers, white
shirt, black leather-type shoes (not canvas) and
plain black socks.

You must use the Academy backpack and PE
kit including polo shirt with logo, shorts, sports
socks and jogging bottoms. You can wear any

colour trainers for PE. Black hijabs can be worn.

How do | buy uniform and how much
does it cost?

On luly 1 you will be able to come to the
Academy induction event with your parents
and buy special uniform items. You can try on
the blazer, jumper and PE top and work out
what size you will need. The cost of these
items will be around £67, and payment can be
made by cash or cheque.

You will be able to take away your new uniform
onluly 1 and keep it safe over the holidays.
During the school holidays your parents will need
to buy black trousers, white shirts and a pair of
black school shoes and trainers for PE, which can
be any kind.

What is the fingerprint system all about?
We have a really high tech way for you to get
your lunch. It's called a‘biometric’ system and
allows you to use your fingerprint to identify
yourself. Don't worry, fingerprints are NOT
stored — they are simply translated into a code
which matches your ID. It's a great system as it
means you don't need to carry dinner money
around with you.

You can upload money onto your personal
account on supervised money loaders and your
parents can top them up on-line or by cheque.
